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FC Invitational

What’s It All About?
The SCFCI is built around the idea of giving adult lower division teams from across the province a fun but competitive tournament suited to their skill levels. 
Where and When?
The tournament is in Saskatoon. All games will be played on the new artificial turf fields at the Sasktel Sports Center. The tournament will run from Friday, August 14th to Sunday, August 16th. 
How’s It Gonna Work?
Each team is guaranteed 3 games. The tourney will comprise of an 8 team Men’s and 8 team Women’s competition. A round robin group stage will be followed by a single knock-out round. The 1st place teams from each pool advance to the Championship round, the 2nd place teams move on to the Consolation round, and the 3rd and 4th place teams are eliminated. Games will be 2 x 30 minute halves.
What’s Up for Grabs?
The Championship round winner will receive $600. The consolation round winner will receive $300. The tournament’s top scorer will receive the Golden Boot Award and bragging rights, plus a few humiliated ‘keepers to mock.

Fees and ZZZ’s (zeds, of course!)

Entry fees are $450 per team, but for both competitions, the first 2 teams to pay their fees will have them reduced to $400.Fees are due on August 1st. Teams are responsible for their own accommodations. The tournament organizing committee can help direct teams to local area hotels.
Every Pint Down to the Last Drop

There will be a tournament social on Saturday evening so those playing in the semi-finals on Sunday can lubricate while those who didn’t quite make it can drown their sorrows.
Eligibility (No Ringers!)

Eligibility for teams comes down to what division they play in for the 2009 outdoor season. For Saskatoon, men’s divs. 4, 5, and 6 and all men’s masters division, women’s divs.4 & 5, and Classics 2 and select Classics 1 are eligible. For Regina, men’s divs. 4 and 5 and women’s divs. 4 & 5 are eligible. For all other districts, all non-provincials and rec. league teams are eligible. You can pick up as many extra players as you need to fill out your roster as long as they are registered in an eligible division. We will also require team rosters to be given to us by August 10th. Players must present a single piece of picture ID before their first game in order to confirm they are on the roster.
Mellow Yellow (card rule, that is)


The tournament is going to use a yellow card accumulation rule, similar to that which is used in major tourneys like Euro or the World Cup. Throughout both the group stage and knock-out rounds, if a player accumulates two yellow cards, he is suspended from his team’s next tournament match. We’re putting this in place simply because we’re all amateurs who work the following Monday; this is the beer league, not the Champions League.
